----Harold: two presentations + three presentation proposals + Bright Spot pilot started + did three pilot videos and document + working on grant proposal + working with the National Child Advocacy Center to enhance their library holdings concerning abuse and neglect experienced by children with disabilities 
----Janet: posted all CA/N related articles on the H&V web site + links, still working on the translation into Spanish of the CA/N + is now considering volunteering at a service center that provides support for children who have been abused
----Jay: presented info re. CA/N at their H&V Board meeting + EHDI meeting
